ORDINANCE #2015-275-2

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 238 OF THE CITY ORDINANCES OF WORTHING ESTABLISHG THE OFFICE OF CITY ADMINISTRATOR FOR THE CITY OF WORTHING, SOUTH DAKOTA.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF WORTHING, SOUTH DAKOTA THAT ORDINANCE NO. 238 IS REPEALED IN ITS ENTIRITY AND REINACTED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1:	Office Established: The office of City Administrator is hereby established.

Section 2:	Appointment of City Administrator: A City Administrator may be appointed by the Mayor with the consent of a majority vote of the Commission for a definite term or for an indefinite term.

Section 3:	Removal of City Administrator: The City Administrator may be removed at any time by the Mayor, with the consent of a majority vote of the Commission, with or without cause.

Section 4:	Powers and Duties of City Administrator: The City Administrator shall be the administrative officer of the City and shall be responsible to the Mayor and Commission for the proper administration of the affairs of the City. The City Administrator shall have the powers and shall be required to perform the duties as set forth from time to time by the City Commission by resolution.

Section 5: 	Bond: The City Administrator shall furnish a surety bond in form and manner approved by the Commission, said bond to be conditioned on the faithful performance of all the City Administrator’s duties. The premium of the bond shall be paid by the City.

Section 6:	Compensation: The City Administrator shall receive such compensation and benefits as the Commission shall determine.

Section 7: 	Saving Clause: If any provision of this ordinance is held invalid the remaining provision, hereof, shall remain in effect.
