Also in attendance were Finance Officer Linda Hunnel, Deputy Finance Officer Travis Harford and Wendy Sweeter of the Lennox Independent.  Absent with notice was Commissioner Sheri Lund.

NEW BUSINESS
CIVIC CENTER UPDATES
Mayor Saugstad reported that funds have been budgeted for a new ceiling on the south end of the Worthing Civic Center building in the old bar area. Also discussed was replacing the lighting and the flooring within that area. Saugstad asked Finance Officer Hunnel and Deputy Finance Officer Harford to look into flooring prices for the project.

McDannel motioned to approve a one day temporary liquor license to Boondock’s Bar for a dart tournament to be held at the Worthing Civic Center on March 16th, 12th  from the hours of 9AM to 2AM the following day. Bunkers seconded. All votes “aye”, motion carried.

RECODIFICATION DISCUSSION-CHAPTERS 4-7
The Commission reviewed and edited CH. 4 – LICENSES, CH. 5 – OFFENSES, CH. 6 – STREETS, SIDEWALKS AND PUBLIC PLACES, and CH. 7 – TRAFFIC CODE of the Municipal Code Draft. Chapters 8-12 will be discussed at the March 7th meeting.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS
FINANCE OFFICE REPORT
Finance Officer Hunnel reported that she will be attending the Lincoln County Director of Equalization meeting March 7th, to learn of any changes in 2016 assessments. Hunnel asked the Commission if there was any interest in applying for a Small Community Planning Grant. Hunnel inquired about chip sealing plans for this year, and reported that she had filed for an extension for the 2015 annual report, which is due in March. 

MAYOR
Mayor Saugstad reported that he had spoken with the owner of the Post Office building and was pleased to announce that they had renewed their lease with the USPS for 5 years. Saugstad had also recently attended the LCEDA board meeting, where he was elected vice president. He wanted to remind everyone that petitions for the upcoming municipal election are due Friday February 26, 2016 at 5PM. Saugstad also reported that over the weekend they had received high level alerts for the lift station from around 5:00PM on Friday until 2:30AM Saturday due to the rapid melting. Cell 1 of the lagoon was very full and forced an emergency discharge from cell 3. A pump was rented for the transfer from cell to cell. Saugstad wanted to remind everyone to not run their sump pumps into the city sewer system. This places too much pressure on the city lift station and lagoon capacity. Mayor Saugstad asked Finance Officer Hunnel to send a letter to the Citizens of Worthing concerning discharging sump pumps into the city sewer system, and that floor drains should not run into the city sewer system as well. Saugstad asked the Commission to send their contact information to the Finance Office for the City’s website. He also reminded the Commission that sign up for the March 17th District 3 Municipal League meeting would be due March 3rd.
