APPROVED MINUTES
REGULAR SESSION
MONDAY, FEBRUARY 8, 2016

CALL TO ORDER

The Commissioners of the City of Worthing met in regular session on Monday, February 8, 2016 at 7:00 P.M. in the Worthing Civic Center.

Mayor Eric Saugstad presided. The following commissioners were present: Sheri Lund and Ryan Schlieman. Also in attendance were Finance Officer Linda Hunnel, Deputy Finance Officer Travis Harford  and  City Engineer Jon Fischer.  Absent were Commissioners Bunkers and McDannel.

(Note: Herein after all attendees will be referred to by last name and the first initial if necessary for distinction.)

Mayor Saugstad opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Schlieman motioned to approve the February 8, 2016 Agenda.  Lund seconded. All votes “aye,” motion carried.

OPEN PUBLIC SPEAKING

A homeowner near Park and Joel was present to voice concerns about a sump pump hose draining into the street near his home.  The homeowner said the excess water  is causing driveway issues. The Mayor, along with City Engineer Jon Fischer, discussed  the situation with the homeowner. Fischer said that there are no plans for a storm sewer as there is no exit point for a storm sewer system at that location . One possibility is to plan for sump pump collection in the park regrading project planned for 2016.  Sump pump hoses should be directed to the back of the lot and not to the street.
There was also a question concerning the maintenance of several empty lots.  Mayor Saugstad said the City of Worthing now owned those lots and they will be cleaned up this spring and properly maintained in the future.

ENGINEER REPORT
City Engineer Jon Fischer of Stockwell Engineers presented new cost estimates on Mary Street.  The project includes complete replacement of the east 500 feet of Mary Street, 2 new inlets on the east side and patching the remaining street.  Fischer would like to include a storm sewer survey in the project of the east side of Louise Avenue in the area of 1st to Mary Streets.  
Fischer discussed Small Community Planning Grant opportunities.  These grants promote water, wastewater and storm water infrastructure management.  Finance Officer Hunnel was asked to check with the state into the status of the Worthing Rec Complex Pedestrian Trail Project.



OLD BUSINESS

Schilieman made a motion to approve the January 25, 2016 regular meeting minutes with the following correction: Minutes stated Mayor Saugstad made a motion to enter into Executive Session at 8:26 PM for the purpose of preparing for contract negotiations. Lund seconded, all aye.  Mayor Saugstad called the meeting back to order at 9:00.  No action was taken.  Corrected Minutes: Commissioner Lund  made a motion to enter into Executive Session at 8:26 PM for the purpose of preparing for contract negotiations. Bunkers seconded, all aye.  Mayor Saugstad declared executive session over at 9:00.  No action was taken.
Amended minutes approval seconded by Lund.  All votes “aye”, motion carried.

Oath of Office-Mayor Saugstad administered the Oath of Office to Finance Officer Linda Hunnel and Deputy Finance Officer Travis Harford.

Johnson Lots Update-The Commission discussed selling the Johnson lots now owned by the city.  Finance Officer Hunnel will research the process of appraising and selling municipally owned land.  

Municipal Ordinance Recodification-Due to the absence of Bunkers and McDannel, Lund made a motion to table the recodification of the municipal ordinance until the February 22 meeting.  Schlieman seconded.  All votes “aye”, motion carried.


NEW BUSINESS
Worthing Days-  Mayor Saugstad reported that the Worthing Days Committee is looking for volunteers to chair the committee.  Please contact Mayor Saugstad through the Finance Office at 372-4113 if you are interested in helping. 

Board of Equalization - Motion by Schliemann, second by Lund, to set the City of Worthing Board of Equalization Hearings to Monday, March 21st at 7:30 pm.
Motion carried, all voting aye.

Masonic Lodge Front Footage Assessment-The Commission discussed the tax exempt status of a lot owned by the Worthing Masonic Lodge.  Lund made a motion to pay the city street maintenance fee due, minus the late fees.  Schilieman seconded.  Motion carried, all voting aye.

In addition to an Amended Notice of Vacancy being filed, those citizens taking a petition out from the finance office were advised of the change.
