CALL TO ORDER

The Commissioners of the City of Worthing met in regular session on Monday, January 25, 2016 at 7:00 P.M. in the Worthing Civic Center.

Mayor Eric Saugstad started the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance. The following commissioners were present: Eric Bunkers, Sheri Lund, Carrie McDannel and Ryan Schlieman. Also in attendance was Linda Hunnel, Finance Officer.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
McDannel motioned to approve the January 25th, 2016 Agenda. 
Schlieman seconded. Motion carried, all voting aye.

OLD BUSINESS
DECEMBER REVENUE & EXPENSE REPORT\CASH REPORT
Limestone Accounting did not have City of Worthing revenue, expense and cash reports completed by the meeting. Motion by Schlieman, second by Bunkers, to table these reports until the February 8, 2016 meeting.

MINUTES OF JANUARY 11, 2016 REGULAR SESSION MEETINGS
Motion to approve the January 11, 2016 regular meeting minutes by Lund.  Second by Bunkers.  All votes “aye”, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

DEPUTY FINANCE OFFICER POSITION
The Commission reviewed and revised the Deputy Finance Officer job description that had been submitted by City Administrator Mack.
Mayor Saugstad introduced Travis Harford, an applicant for the  Deputy Finance Officer position.  Motion by Bunkers, second by Schlieman, to hire Travis Harford as Deputy Finance Officer for the City of Worthing full time with benefits at a rate of $14 per hour, with 40 hours sick pay and 40 hours vacation pay during his six month probationary period, effective February 1, 2016. Motion carried, all voting aye.

RECODIFICATION-WORTHING MUNICIPAL ORDINANCE
Mayor Saugstad and the Commissioners reviewed, discussed and revised the Municipal Ordinance Revision:  Titles 1-3. Titles 1-3 deal with Administrative Code, Boundaries and Health & Sanitation. Section 3.0206 of the city municipal code, Garbage Collection Rates and Recycling, will have to be researched further before the next meeting.  Titles 4-5 will be edited at the February 8th regular monthly meeting.




DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS
FINANCE OFFICER REPORT
Finance Officer Hunnel gave a brief report of her first week on the job. Hunnel has been reading city minutes and reviewing files to better learn city procedure and history.  Hunnel said she will be focusing on city policy, code enforcement and municipal utility delinquencies.  She would like to thank Finance Officer Adam Jans with the City of Parker for his assistance in the transition.
Hunnel presented a Corporate Authorization Resolution from First National Bank, 
Authorizing the Signatures on the City of Worthing bank account.  Motion by Lund, second by Bunkers, to approve the resolution.  Motion carried, all voting aye.
Hunnel presented a second Corporate Authorization Resolution from First National Bank, Authorizing the Signatures on the City of Worthing CD account.  Motion by Schlieman, second by Lund, to approve the resolution.  Motion carried, all voting aye.

MAYOR REPORT
Mayor Saugstad reported that the Worthing Municipal Election will be held on Tuesday April 12, 2016.  Three 3-year terms for the position of City Commissioner will become vacant.  Petitions can be picked up at the Worthing Finance Office during regular business hours starting January 29, 2016 and must be turned in to the finance office by noon February 26, 2016.   Mayor Saugstad and Commissioner McDannel attended the semi-annual meeting of the Worthing Fire Dept. The Mayor also thanked Adam Jans from Parker and Amanda Mack for their help with Hunnel’s training. Saugstad asked Hunnel to look into additional training through Data Trek for new finance office employees.

PUBLIC SAFETY
McDannel attended the semi-annual Worthing Fire Dept. meeting in January.  She reported that the Worthing Fire Department billing to the City will be $80 per structure in 2016, $85 per structure in 2017 and $90 per structure in 2018.  There are currently 374 structures.  McDannel also reported: the department’s 1951 Pumper will be displayed in front of the fire station, there were 119 volunteer fire department calls in 2016, volunteers are attending State Fire School in Sioux Falls and working with the Sioux Falls Firefighters on training, and the pancake breakfast benefit raised $2200.  The next semi-annual meeting of the Worthing Fire Department Board will be July 14, 2016.

FINANCE & REVENUE
Commissioner Lund expressed a few snow removal concerns.  The City will look into these.

EXECUTIVE SESSION-Mayor Saugstad made a motion to enter into Executive Session at 8:26 PM for the purpose of preparing for contract negotiations. Lund seconded, all aye.  Mayor Saugstad called the meeting back to order at 9:00.  No action was taken.
