REGULAR SESSION
MONDAY, MARCH 7, 2016

CALL TO ORDER

The Commissioners of the City of Worthing met in regular session on Monday, March 7, 2016 at 7:00 P.M. in the Worthing Civic Center.

Mayor Eric Saugstad presided. The following commissioners were present: Carrie McDannel, Eric Bunkers, and Sheri Lund. Also in attendance were Finance Officer Linda Hunnel and Deputy Finance Officer Travis Harford. Absent with notice was Commissioner Ryan Schlieman.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Motion by Bunkers to approve the agenda for the March 7, 2016 regular monthly meeting.  Lund seconded. All votes “aye”, motion carried.

Mayor Saugstad opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

OPEN PUBLIC SPEAKING
Brian Bossman asked that gravel be placed in their alley between Juniper Street and Main Street. He reported that a city employee had worked on the alley and conditions had improved, but felt that gravel was still needed.

Brian Bossman reported that the Worthing City-Wide Rummages would be taking place on May 6th from 8AM – 8PM, and May 7th from 8AM – 12PM. Bossman asked that rummage sign-up information be available at City Hall and on the City website. Residents who are interested in hosting a rummage sale need to fill out an ad and send it, along with the advertising fee, to the Lennox Independent.

She asked if there are any ordinances in regards to parking vehicles on lawns.  The commission stated that an ordinance was in the works in regards to parking and storing vehicles. They also asked that the resident take up the damaged lawn issue with the USPO.

Crystal Jacobson was present to discuss the Worthing Days Committee. She was approached to head the committee, and she agreed to do so with the help of the Worthing City Commission. Jacobson stated that in previous years there has been trouble recruiting volunteers, and asked that the Commission help with that issue. She also asked that one commissioner be present at each of their meetings to inform the commission on Worthing Days progress and asked for help from city maintenance during the City’s business hours to help reduce the need for volunteers. Commissioner Sheri Lund volunteered to attend the planning committee meetings.  Mayor Saugstad placed Crystal Jacobson, Commissioner Lund and Finance Officer Hunnel on the Worthing Days bank account.  
Jacobson announced that the Worthing Days Committee would be hosting an Easter Egg Hunt at the Worthing Elementary School at 10:00 AM on March 19th.  The Worthing City Commissioners were recruited to help fill Easter eggs.

The January Revenue and Expense Reports were reviewed.  Motion to approve the January Cash Report was made by Bunkers. Lund seconded. All votes “aye”, motion carried.
