REGULAR SESSION
MONDAY, MARCH 21, 2016

CALL TO ORDER

The Commissioners of the City of Worthing met in regular session on Monday, March 21, 2016 at 7:00 P.M. in the Worthing Civic Center.

Mayor Eric Saugstad presided. The following commissioners were present: Carrie McDannel, Eric Bunkers, Sheri Lund and Ryan Schlieman. Also in attendance were Finance Officer Linda Hunnel, Deputy Finance Officer Travis Harford and Debbie Schmidt, Lennox Independent. 

(Note: Herein after all attendees will be referred to by last name and the first initial if necessary for distinction.)

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Motion by Bunkers to approve the agenda for the March 21,  2016 regular monthly meeting.  Schlieman seconded. All votes “aye”, motion carried.

Mayor Saugstad opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

OPEN PUBLIC SPEAKING
Dwight Johnson of Louise Avenue was present to discuss the city’s ordinance against discharging sump pumps into the sewer system.  Mr. Johnson stated that the 4” sewer main servicing his home is sloped at the bare minimum and the distance to the main is too far; therefore he needs the water from his sump pump discharging into the sewer system to keep the line open. Mayor Saugstad will have the City Engineer review the situation and will update Mr. Johnson on his findings.

FEBRUARY REVENUE, EXPENSE & CASH REPORT
The February Revenue and Expense Reports were reviewed.  Motion to approve the February Cash Report was made by Lund.  McDannel seconded. All votes “aye”, motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS
MINUTES OF MARCH 7, 2016 REGULAR MEETING
Mayor Saugstad asked that the March 7, 2016 meeting minutes be amended to include the names of the visitors from Open Public Speaking as follows: Brian Bossman asked that gravel be placed in their alley between Juniper Street and Main Street. He reported that a city employee had worked on the alley and conditions had improved, but felt that gravel was still needed. Linda Miller Hunhoff reported that a neighbor was parking their vehicle in such a manner that their lawn was being damaged by the mail carrier. She asked if there are any ordinances in regards to parking vehicles on lawns.  The commission stated that an ordinance was in the works in regards to parking and storing vehicles. They also asked that the resident take up the damaged lawn issue with the USPO.
Bunkers motioned to approve the minutes, as amended, of the March 7, 2016 meeting. McDannel seconded. All votes “aye”, motion carried.


ANNUAL REPORT STATUS
Finance Officer Hunnel reported that Aleene Williams, CPA will begin the 2015 Annual Report on Tuesday, March 22.

RECODIFICATION DISCUSSION-CHAPTERS 8-UTILITIES
The Commission reviewed and edited Chapter 8-UTILITIES.  Finance Officer Hunnel was instructed to send the revisions to SECOG.  City Attorney Larry Nelson will then be given the completed draft for final approval.  

The regular monthly meeting of the Worthing City Commission was suspended at 7:36 pm with a motion by McDannel in order to meet as a Board of Equalization.  Schlieman seconded.  Motion carried, all voting ayes.

BOARD OF EQUALIZATION HEARING MARCH 21, 2016 7:30 PM 
Worthing City Commission President McDannel called the meeting of the Worthing Board of Equalization to order at 7:36 PM.  Present were board members Lund, Bunkers and Schlieman.  Mayor Saugstad excused himself from the Board as he was appearing to object his property assessment.
The Worthing Board of Equalization voted to lower the assessed building value of Parcel 230.46.04.004, Eric Saugstad, 106 Jessica St., from $132,733 to $115,000 due to errors in bathroom count and basement finish square footage.  Land value stayed the same at $20,375.  Motion by McDannel, second by Bunkers to lower the total value of the property at Lot 4, Blk 4, Johnsons Sub. Div. to $135,375 .  Roll call vote-Bunkers, Lund, McDannel, Schlieman all aye.  Motion carried. 
Bunkers voted to adjourn the 2016 Board of Equalization at 7:45 PM.  Lund seconded.  Motion carried.

The Worthing City Commission resumed its regular monthly meeting at 7:45 PM.

MUNICIPAL ELECTION APRIL 12, 2016 7AM-7PM
The Commission discussed compensation for election workers.   Schlieman made a motion to pay the election superintendent $150 per election and election workers $135 per election.  Bunkers seconded.  Motion carried, all voting aye.

NEW BUSINESS
SUMMER HELP HIRING PROCESS
After discussion of the need for additional summer help, Lund motioned to hire two employees, one full time and one part time, as Seasonal Parks Maintenance.  McDannel seconded.  Motion carried, all voting aye.  Finance Officer Hunnel was asked to advertise for these positions.  

2016 CITYWIDE CLEANUP 
Motion by Bunkers, second by Schlieman, to set 2016 Worthing Citywide Clean Up Days for Friday May 13th, 1pm to 8pm and Saturday May 14, 8am to 3pm.  The Mayor and Commission will assist city maintenance with the event.  Motion carried, all voting aye.

WEST NILE-DEPT. OF HEALTH GRANT OPPORTUNITY
Finance Officer Hunnel relayed information to the commission concerning possible grant funding for the city’s West Nile mosquito spraying program. 

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS
FINANCE OFFICE REPORT
Finance Officer Hunnel, Deputy F.O. Travis Harford and City Water & Sewer Maintenance employees Jeremy Jacobson and Phil Wolf recently met with two companies concerning remote read water meters.  Hunnel inquired into attending a software training session in LeMars Iowa on May 10th and informed the commission that Finance Officer School will be held in Spearfish this year.   

PUBLIC UTILITIES
Commissioner Schlieman thanked the volunteers who helped assemble Easter Eggs at the Worthing Civic Center Thursday evening.

PUBLIC WORKS
Commissioner Bunkers reminded everyone that the Worthing School Carnival will be April 8th from 5:30 pm to 7:30 pm.  Bunkers thanked all Easter Egg Hunt volunteers.

PUBLIC SAFETY
Commissioner McDannel will work with the Finance Office in scheduling the annual pet clinic.

FINANCE & REVENUE
Commissioner Lund attended the SD Municipal League District Meeting in Elk Point on March 17th with Finance Officer Hunnel.  The agenda included updates of the latest legislative session, and how these changes could affect small municipalities.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Mayor Saugstad said the Easter Egg Hunt was a very well attended, fun event.  He thanked the Worthing Days Committee and its volunteers, and the Park & Rec. Board for the donation of two bicycles. Mayor Saugstad reported that he had checked out the mailbox complaint from the last meeting and also stated that maintenance is working on several soft areas on gravel roads within the city.

McDannel motioned to adjourn at 8:18 P.M.  Lund seconded.  All votes “aye”; motion carried.
